SMARTLIFE JOINS EU PREMIERSHIP

 

Cambridgeshire County Council’s SmartLIFE project has become a RegioStar – an accolade given by the European Commission to the top 20 projects in Europe.

 

Applications were considered from 18 member states to find original and innovative projects across the 268 regions of the European Union.  The EC judged SmartLIFE as attractive and inspiring for other regions to follow its example in promoting sustainable and affordable housing, and skills capacity. 

 

Following two rounds of application and site visits and interviews with judges from the EC, it was decided that SmartLIFE’s case study is to be published as one of the best regional innovative projects for Sustainable Economic Development.
